Where Might Science,é&chnology&

an Understanding Take 4P A Talk iy

On 7" January 2013 David Gardner, CEO of the Royal
Agricultural Society of England (RASE), met with a
group of more than 30 HFAA members to give a talk
on technologies that will transform agriculture
between now and 2050.

David described how we are on a cus@second
Green Revolution, with advances in agriculture over
the next 40 years likely to have a similar dramatic
effect on farming as we know it today, possibly as
substantial as during the first Green Revolution (1940
70s). RASE has a knowledge transigiative and

seeks to act as a contact between the world of
innovation and farmers, enabling quicker adoption of
technologies.

GM (genetically modified) crops have been a
contentious issue in the UK and David explained how
politicians are now testinghte waters of public

feelings about allowing GM crops to be commercially
grown in the UK.

Much research is being conded into GM crops with
consumer benefits, such as developing tomatoes with
higher antioxidant levels and oil seed rape with long
chain omega 3 fatty acids that provide health benefits
to consumers. Agronomic traits such as crops with
improved dsease and isect tolerances arbeing
developed and bigger and more complicated projects
to introduce nitrogenfixing or C4photosynthesis
pathways into cereals and other crops to increase
productivity are underway.

Technological advances in Engineering have already
had a big impact on farming methods and will
continue to do so. Precision livestock farming with
sensors on or in animals will allow farmers to better
monitor and care for their livestock. Robots are being
developed to harvest labour intensive crops sush a
apples, strawberries and asparagus, and are already
utilized in applications such as milking. A driless
tractor system is technologically very close to market,
but David suggested the HSE, insurers etc. may throw
a stone in the works to a 2014 releas

Soil science is another area, where advances in
technology and manipulation of the physical, chemical
and biological factors of soils may increase food
production.

David provided the audience with RASE membership
application forms.

Farming Matters A Talk by Guy Smith

Farming matters was the deliberately open title
given to this talk by Mr Guy Smith who Farms in the
Clacton and St Osyth area of North East Essex. This
was an expertly delivered talk without the use of
notes (and nearly without use of a projector)
enjoyedby the 30 or so members present.

Guy started by comparing the Hadleigh and Tendring
Shows and claiming that they were both the best one
day events in their respective counties! He
commented on the importance of educating the

public and the good worthat Hadleigh Farmers club
and the show are doing in this respect.

A theme of the talk was the benefit of learning from
history and Guy discussed the Farming recession of
the nineteen twenties and thirties which was in part

caused by cheap subsidised imports from Eertop
The war years brought home the need for home
produced food and this was encouraged by the

WL 2dzZ3K Al
per acre in 1939 to bring unproductive land into use.

Guy commented that generally speaking farmers
have becane much better at publicising the industry
in recent years with the exception of inner city areas,
and that the proposed Farming in the Park event
planned for 2013 had been an attempt to address
this. Unfortunately Hyde Park, the planned venue for
this ewvent had fallen through. Itis hoped that the
Olympic Park now named the Queen Elizabeth Park
might be used for such an event at some point in the
future.

Mr Smith then talked about his own farm which he
claims to be the driest farm in England, however h
takes pleasure in growing high quality milling wheat
and even in the very wet summer of 2012 it had done
well. Farming on the edge of Little Clacton creates its

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own challenges with the public but Guy emphasised
the need to educate and tolerate them aideg the
use of well managed field margins as part of the
Higher Level (environment) Scheme (HLS). He also
commented that many breeds of birds had benefited
from such schemes but that the RSPB had a vested
interest in pedalling bad news stories and rartellg

the good ones!

Towards the end of the meeting there was a
discussion about GM crops and Guy put forward the
view that we could only move forward with this
excellent technology if and when the majority of the
public support it. He commented on the absurdity of
not beingallowed to grow GM crops while at the
same time feeding GM soya to his cows!

LIFE ON THE KZETalkoy Neill
Cobbett

The final winter meeting for 2013 on March 4th was
an exceptionally interesting and informative talk by
Neil Cobbett about his life working as a research
engineer with the British Antartic Survey team. He
gave over 50 HFAA members an overview of what
is like living in the Antartic for months at a time and
showed us slides and videos of various aspects of
coping with such a harsh environment.

He explained that the typical research going on down
there is into climate change, space weather and
measuring he ozone layer. Neil is actually a radar
engineer and spent his time in the Antartic studying
what effect solar storms have on satellites all around
the world.

is 2 to 5 km thick and is constanthoving and he can
confirm it is melting at quite an alarming rate! There
are no polar bears there but lots of penguins and
leopard seals, and that temperatures can go down to
as far asb5degc and it is often so cold your eyelids
stick to your eyes as th&ater in your eyes freezes!

He showed us photographs and explained the role of
the supply and research ships and the small planes
that ferry supplies and people on field trips all around

the region, as well as the land vehicles that are used in

the day b day running of the bases out there.

Neil then gave us a brief history of all the Halley bases

built on the Antartic ice from 1956 and showed slides
of their different constructiong all of them

eventually get buried by snow and have to be
abandoned afr a few years. The newest base is
Halley 6 which has only recently become operational.
